This quick quiz / poll will not be graded but responses will count toward Participation points. [Question #6 is an abbreviated quote that should get us thinking about presuppositions. The complete quote, its context, and the source will be revealed in the results post; for now, reflect on the quote as it stands as you record your response.]
